Background It is current knowledge that plant communities
shape invertebrate communities by bottom-up effects,
however less is known about the impact of invertebrates on
grassland communities.

Research questions How do invertebrates affect plant
communities regarding their richness, composition and
productivity? Further, does nutrient enrichment in
grasslands modify potential top-down effects by
invertebrates on plant communities?
